





ClearFast  Windshield Washer Heating System








Installation Tips*








Always mount ClearFast in an upright position (from 10 o'clock to 2 o'clock position), vertical is preferred.





Always connect the red battery and black ground wires DIRECTLY TO THE VEHICLE BATTERY (using accessory studs or starter connection can adversly affect vehicle electrical system performance, damage the ClearFast unit, or both).  The warranty is voided unless direct battery (or master disconnect switch) connection is made.





The orange turn-on wire can normally be connected to any B+ source.  The unit is microprocessor controlled and will automatically go to "sleep mode" when vehicle voltage falls below 12.8VDC, so it is not necessary to connect this wire to an ignition-switched supply.





Mount ClearFast as close to the washer nozzles as possible so as to minimize the travel path between the heater and the windshield (this will increase cleaning performance).





Keeping the black and red wires "twisted" will reduce the audible "buzzing" caused by current traveling through the wires.  This is particularly noticeable in cars with batteries located in the trunk or under the back seat.  





Be careful not to overtighten the large hose clamp that secures the unit to the bracket (could cause deformation of the housing and potential unit damage).  Snug is enough.
